L. Call to Order 10:00 am

The order of the Agenda was changed by the President to accommodate the Homeowners who
needed to leave early.

IL. Homeowners' Budget Round Table - Proposed 2018 Budget.

A. Proposed budget (including Reserve expenditures (Operational Reserves and
Repair/Replacement Reserves) from 2017 and anticipated in 2018) and Budget Committee Meeting
Minutes are attached.

B. 2018 Budget was reviewed line by line and compared to our past budgets of 2016
and 2017. Explanations from the Board and discussion and input from the Homeowners was taken
into consideration resulting in some changes to a few line items. The Board would like to thank the
Budget Committee and the Homeowners present for providing insight and discussion into planning
our 2018 Budget.

[1I. Approval of Minutes.
A. September 19, 2017 Board Meeting. Motion to accept Minutes as read was made
by Pam Dixon, seconded by Leslie Hine-Rabichow. Minutes approved unanimously.

IV. Reports.

A. Manager's Report and Updates. No report.

B. President's Report and 2018 Budget Committee Report. Pam Dixon presented the
Budget Committee Minutes and Proposed Budget. Both are attached to these Minutes.

C. Treasurer's Report. Leslie Hine-Rabichow's report is attached to these Minutes.
V. Old Business.

A. Bocce Ball Court/Horseshoe Pit Motion. After discussion about the costs to repair

the bocce ball court and the recommended conversion of the space to a horseshoe pit/bean bag toss
area (as a more useful and cost effective option), a motion to approve up to $1200.00 to be paid
out of the 2017 Budget (Repair and Maintenance 07001), per recommendation of the Budget
Committee was made by Leigh Tollefson and seconded by Pam Dixon. Motion passed
Unanimously.

B. Recycling Progress. (discussed during Budget Round Table earlier, but recorded
here) Leslie and Paul Cirellio met with a representative of Curbside Disposal and Recycling to
review trash and recycling alternatives in our existing dumpster sites. We will be able to put three



garbage receptacles and three recycling receptacles (each 1-1/2 yards) in both our current sites at
a cost of $258.00 per month. Leslie will also be looking into materials and costs to build gates for
the front of both areas. These anticipated costs will be covered in the 2018 Budget.

C. Termite Inspections - Dates. Termite inspection is scheduled for Monday,
November 20, 2017, 10:00am-2:00pm. Notice of this date as well as follow up date will be sent out
by the end of this week.

VI. New Business.

A. 2018 Las Torres Budget and 2018 Assessments Motion. A motion to present to
the Homeowners the 2018 Proposed Budget as discussed in today's Round Table to include a
ten percent (10%) increase of the monthly HOA assessments was made by Leigh Tollefson
and seconded by Leslie Hine-Rabichow. Motion passed unanimously.

B. Spa inspection and violation letter from Maricopa County. Tabled until the first
meeting in 2018.

VIL Homeowners Forum. (occurred during the Budget Round Table, but recorded here)

Concern was expressed by a few of the Homeowners present regarding the waste pipe
cleanout servicing the 100s and the 200s done this past July and included a request by a
Homeowner to see the plumber's report. It was suggested that a Maintenance Committee would be
beneficial to survey the association and assist with repairs (irrigation was especially discussed).
Two Homeowners volunteered for that committee. Paul Cirellio will be heading up the Landscaping
Committee along with four of our Homeowners, they will be looking into solutions for our irrigation
system as well as our pink paths. One Homeowner reported not receiving Board notices and
communications--their email information was requested. Two Homeowners inquired about the
meeting times and would prefer we schedule our meetings in the evening.

10/18/2017 Unit 401

#1. Proposed 2018 Budget & Reserves Worksheets were handed out.
#2. Kachina's endorsement of the proposed budget was presented.

#3. Small items that could impact the budget were explained & discussed.

A. BB Court - full re-do will cost $7,000-$12,000. It was unanimously agreed
that we should consider a less expensive alternative as the amenity is not frequently
used. Converting the court to a dual purpose horseshoe pit and Bean Bag/Cornhole
game was recommended to the Board.

B. Additional stairway lights were discussed. This issue has been turned
over to the landscape committee which Paul Cirello is forming.

C. Sewer issues. It was agreed that cleaning the sewer lines twice a year
should be included in the 2018 budget.

D. Recycling costs were discussed and Leslie will follow up.

E. On-going pink path grinding & liability. Various solutions and
expenses were discussed. These included removing all pink pathways and re-graveling
those areas & pouring wider concrete paths. No decision was made.

F. Landscape improvements were discussed and general consensus was to
work on updating our four entry areas over the next few years by utilizing the $500
Landscape Other Budget line.

G. Adding lines for Board of Directors Expenses ($500.) sewer line cleaning
($1,200)

#4. The committee analyzed the proposed budget line-by-line. Debbie Robertson
will update the Budget Worksheets with the numbers that were agreed on by the
committee and send it to Pam Dixon for presentation at the Owners Budget Roundtable
and BOD Meeting on November 14th. It is attached to this report. An increase in the
budget is necessary and the consensus of the committee was that a $399/unit
special assessment should be approved by the Board to cover the 2018 budget
increase rather than increasing our current budget assessment. It is suggested that the
owners be allowed to pay that assessment in full or in 2 or 3 installments in 2018 - to be
decided by the BOD.

#5. A discussion regarding transparency with our Reserve Accounts &
their impact on the budget was also discussed. The committee's recommendations are
attached. The committee would also like the Reserve expenditures to be separate line
items in the 2018 budget and monthly financial reports.

Financial Reports Received from Kachina

Based upon my review of financial reports provided by Kachina as of November 13, 2017, | believe there
are still ongoing issues with the financial reports provided as of September 30, 2017 (most current
financials available). Given the unresolved issues with the Income and Expense and Balance Sheet reports
received from Kachina, | do not believe they provide a wholly accurate picture of our current financials. |
have stated this in previous 2017 Treasurer Reports.

1. Income and Expense Report

These issues have been identified in the June 2017 and September 2017 HOA BOD Treasurer reports and
communicated to Kachina. They are listed here as they are still outstanding and have a material impact
on our reported income and expense bottom line, in my opinion.

a. Missing the offsetting Income transfers from reserve accounts to cover expenses approved by
BOD as per the Homeowner approved 2017 budget ($3,177 transferred from Long Term
Reserve; $4,000 transferred in from Operating Reserve). Without these inter-fund transfers
shown as income our net position reported on the I&E is UNDER reported.

b. Line item #9950 - Explanation/Correction still needed for $7,354 “reserve expense” — we do not
know what this is.

c. Lineitems #9951 and #9952 — YTD contributions to long term reserve fund should be $11,700 --
$5,709 has been transferred to this account (Biltmore R&R #2098) as of September 30, 2017.
YTD contributions to operating reserve fund should be $3,600 -- $1,776 has been transferred to
this account as of September 30, 2017.

d. Prepaids
Generally, prepaid accounting is an accrual method of accounting and is at odds with our cash
basis of accounting. Technically, we should not have prepaids in our system. Under cash-based
accounting, income (as everything else) should be reported in the period in which it was
received. Homeowner payments should be tracked in an accounts receivable system.
Receivables billed (due), and not received, would show up as an asset on the Balance Sheet. If
unrecoverable, they would need to be written off.

Specifically, there is a Miscellaneous expense (line item #9900) for $2,392 which was a refund of
prepaid dues to one homeowner. It is not clear if this “prepaid” was also reported as Income
and included in the I&E thereby making this Misc expense a wash (i.e. zeroed out). Assuming
$2,392 IS included in Income (not clear in G/L postings), then the refund should be recorded as a
chargeback to Income — NOT a Miscellaneous expense.

2. Balance Sheet

a. Ongoing accounting errors exist in Balance Sheet that were carried over from transfer of books
from Oasis to Kachina (refer to June 20 BOD Treasurers Report). Cash on hand figures can be
verified through bank statements and are okay; all other reported figures on this report cannot
be confirmed due to accounting issues and questions.

Bank Account Balances

We still have 4 bank accounts as of the writing of this report. Three of these were established and are
managed by Kachina. The Long-Term Reserve Fund held at National Bank of Arizona is controlled and

managed by the Las Torres BOD only. The current BOD President and Secretary are the signers on this
account.

Operating Checking Account held at Biltmore Bank (acct#0098)

This is the account that all income and expenses flow through. This is the primary operating checking
account. All HOA expenses are paid from this account. All income is deposited into this account and then
distributed to the Operating and Long-term Reserve Funds as per HOA policy.

Reconciled Balance reported by Kachina as of September 30, 2017: $11,541

Operating Reserve Account held at Biltmore Bank (acct #1098). As per HOA policy $16 of each HO monthly
assessment paid is required to be paid into the Operating Reserve account. Funds are transferred out by
Kachina to the Operating Checking Account as directed by the BOD to cover BOD approved expenses. These
expenses are either emergency repair and maintenance expenses and/or were approved by homeowners in
the FY2017 HOA Budget.

Issue: To date there have not been regular and consistent monthly contributions to this account from the
Operating Checking account. The expected inflows into this account are not occurring as required by HOA
policy.

Reconciled Balance reported by Kachina as of September 30: $17,894

Long Term Reserve Account held at National Bank of Arizona. As per HOA policy $52 of each homeowner
monthly assessment is to be transferred by Kachina, into the Long-Term Reserve account. Funds are
occasionally transferred out by the BOD to the Operating Checking Account to cover Reserve Study
approved expenses. These expenses are either emergency “long term” repair and maintenance expenses or
are indicated in the 2013 Las Torres Reserve Study and were approved by homeowners in the FY2017 HOA
Budget.

Issue: To date there have not been regular and consistent monthly contributions to this account. The
expected inflows into this account are not occurring as required by HOA policy.

Bank Balance as of August 31, 2017 (most recent made available to me): $120,143

Long Term Reserve Account held at Biltmore Bank (acct#2098). This account was established by Kachina to
collect the monthly homeowner long term reserve contributions.

Issue: This account is redundant and should be closed as was decided at the June 20, 2017 BOD meeting and
communicated to Kachina. All monthly Long-Term Reserve Contributions should be made directly to the
National Bank reserve account.

Reconciled Balance reported by Kachina as of September 30, 2017: $6,505

Treasurer Recommendations

Direct Kachina to make corrections to financial reports as identified in Section | of this report.

As per BOD approved motion on June 20, 2017, direct Kachina to close the Long-Term Reserve account
#2098 held at Biltmore Bank and transfer these balances to the Long-Term Reserve account at the
National Bank of Arizona.

Direct Kachina to make monthly transfers of homeowner contributions to the Operating Reserve and
Long-Term Reserve (National) as per HOA Reserve policy.
